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WHEREAS, In 1931, Congress enact-
ed the Davis-Bacon Act, a Federal law
which requires government contractors to
pay construction workers the local “pre-
vailing wage”. Its goal was to outlaw wage
exploitation, since public contracts go to
the lowest bidder; and

WHEREAS, Eighty-four years later,
Michigan State Legislature, by its intro-
duction of an alternative to HB 4052 (H-
2), and the newly introduced SB 337,
have unleashed a full on assault on labor,
by this attempt to systematically eliminate
the prevailing wage protections currently
applicable in Michigan law; and

WHEREAS, The mission of the Detroit
City Council is to promote the economic,
cultural and physical welfare of Detroit’s
citizens through its Charter-mandated
legislative functions; and

WHEREAS, The Michigan Home Rule
City Act, MCL 117.1 et seq, recognizes
the lawful and proper powers of local City
government to make local laws, adapt to
local conditions, and provide transparent
and accountable governance of local
communities; and

WHEREAS, H-2, will, if enacted, limit
the powers of local government bodies
regarding the regulation of terms and con-
ditions of employment for employees of
nonpublic employers. It essentially strips
away local control over enacting employ-
ment related policies that require any of
the following:

¢ Regulates the relationship between
an employer and its employees or poten-
tial employees, if the regulation contains
requirements exceeding those imposed
by state or federal law.

* Regulates information an employer
or potential employer must request,
require, or exclude on an application for
employment from an employee or poten-
tial employee.

* Requires an employer to pay an
employee a wage higher than the state
minimum hourly wage or the federal mini-
mum wage (unless the federal minimum is
lower than the state minimum wage).

* Regulates work stoppage or strike
activity of employers and their employees
or the means by which employees can
organize.

* Requires an employer to provide paid
or unpaid leave time.

* Regulates hours and scheduling that
an employer is required to provide to
employees.

* Requires an employer or its employ-
ees to participate in any educational
apprenticeship or training program.

* Requires an employer to provide any
specific fringe benefit or any other benefit
for which the employer would incur an
expense.

* Regulates or creates administrative
or judicial remedies for wage, hour, or
benefit disputes.

WHEREAS, In most instances
because of proximity to the issues, local
government is more knowledgeable and
better able to assess specific needs and
prescribe such standards and regula-
tions for their own local community than
is State government in Lansing; and the
overly broad proposed legislation
undercuts many carefully considered
existing development and economic
policies; and

WHEREAS, Under H-2 and SB 337,
Detroit and all other local municipal gov-
ernments in Michigan would be deprived
of any and all legal power to mandate,
require or regulate such local issues,
which would be inappropriate and inad-
visable. NOW THEREFORE BE IT

RESOLVED, That the Detroit City
Council strongly urges the Michigan
Municipal League and other municipali-
ties join in vigorously opposing Substitute
for HB 4052 (H-2) and SB 337; and NOW
THEREFORE BE IT FINALLY

RESOLVED, That copies of this resolu-
tion shall be transmitted to the Mayor and
Corporation Counsel, the City’s State lob-
byists, the Governor and the Detroit dele-
gation in the State Legislature.

THIS CONTRACT made this 21st day
of May 2015, by and between the CITY
OF DETROIT, a municipal corporation
acting by and through the Mayor’s Office
of the City of Detroit (“the City”) and
James Craig, Chief of Police (“Chief
Craig”).
. RE-APPOINTMENT OF CHIEF CRAIG

WHEREAS, Effective July 1, 2013,
Chief Craig was appointed Chief of Police
of the City of Detroit Police Department,
by the City’s Emergency Manager (“EM”),
pursuant to EM Order No. 11, for a two (2)
year term, through June 30, 2015; and

WHEREAS, Chief Craig desires to con-
tinue on in his role and duties as Chief of
Police of the City of Detroit Police
Department; and

WHEREAS, The Mayor has determined
that the re-appointment of Chief Craig to
the position of Chief of Police of the City
of Detroit Police Department is in the best
interests of the health, safety and welfare
of the people of the City; now

THEREFORE, The Mayor hereby re-
appoints Chief Craig to the position of
Chief of Police of the City of Detroit Police
Department.
Il. SCOPE OF SERVICES

Chief Craig has the authority to and
shall carry out the duties of Chief of Police
for the City of Detroit Police Department,
as set forth in Section 7-806 of the Detroit

City Charter, EM Order 11, and in accor-
dance with all applicable federal, state
and local laws, in a satisfactory and prop-
er manner, and shall devote such time,
attention, skill, knowledge and profession-
al ability as is necessary to most effec-
tively and efficiently carry out and perform
the duties set forth above.

lll. CONTRACT TERM

A. This Contract is effective for a term
of two (2) years, commencing July 1,
2015, through June 30, 2017 (“Initial
Term”).

B. Automatic Renewal. Either the
Mayor or Chief Craig can provide written
notice of non-renewal of the contract by
June 30, 2016. If neither party provides
such written notice, the contract will be
automatically extended for one year,
through June 30, 2018. In each subse-
quent year, the contract will be automati-
cally renewed for an additional one year
term unless either party provides written
notice of non-renewal at least 12 months
prior to the then-current Extended Term.

C. Section 7-805 of the Detroit City
Charter provides that the Chief of Police
serves at the pleasure of the Mayor. In the
event that the Mayor exercises the author-
ity to remove Chief Craig without cause,
Chief Craig shall receive from the City the
remaining balance of his compensation
through the end of the Extended Term.

D. In the event that Chief Craig resigns
without cause and takes a position with
another law enforcement agency during
the Extended Term, Chief Craig shall pay
the City the remaining balance of his com-
pensation through the Extended Term.

IV. COMPENSATION

For the life of the Contract the City
agrees to pay Chief Craig an annual
salary of $225,000, as well as the ordi-
nary and typical fringe benefits to which
other mayoral appointees are entitled,
including but not limited to holiday pay,
sick pay, vacation pay, retirement benefits,
pension benefits, and insurance benefits.
V. COMPLIANCE WITH LOCAL LAWS

Chief Craig shall comply with all applic-
able laws, ordinances, and codes of the
federal, state, and local governments,
including the City’s Fair Employment
Practices Ordinance, being Ordinances
205G, Section 2-7-6.1 et. seq. of the City
of Detroit Municipal Code, and Chief
Craig shall save the City harmless with
respect to any damages arising from any
violation of the same by him.

VI. CONFLICT OF INTEREST

Chief Craig covenants that he presently
has no personal or financial interest, and
shall not acquire any such interest, direct
or indirect, which would conflict in any
manner or degree with the performance
of the services under this Contract. Chief
Craig further covenants that in the perfor-
mance of this Contract no person having
any such interest shall be employed.
Chief Craig further covenants that no offi-

cer, member or employee of the City and
no other public official who exercises any
functions or responsibilities in the review
or approval of the undertaking or carrying
out of this Contract has any personal or
financial interest, direct or indirect, in this
Contract or in the proceeds thereof.

VIl. DEBT TO AGENCY

Chief Craig covenants that he is not,
and will not become, in arrears to the City
upon contract, debt, or any other obliga-
tion to the City including real property,
personal property and income taxes.

Petition No. 476 — The Lofts at
Rivertown Association request to install
and maintain an encroachment in the
public right-of-way on the north side of
Jefferson Avenue, 120 feet wide between
Beaufait Avenue, 71 feet wide and
Bellevue Avenue, 66 feet wide. The pro-
posed encroachment is for a security
fence.

The requested encroachment with a
fence is to provide security to and from
the Jefferson Avenue building entrance
and the secured parking lot located on
Beaufait Avenue.

The petition was referred to the City
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Engineering Division — DPW for investi-
gation (utility clearance and review) and
report. This is our report.

The request was approved by the Solid
Waste Division — DPW. The Traffic
Engineering Division — DPW (TED)
reports involvement, but have no objec-
tion to the petitioner's request provided
certain provisions are met. The TED pro-
visions have been made a part of the res-
olution.

Detroit Water and Sewerage Depart-
ment (DWSD) reports no objection to the
encroachment provided that the provi-
sions for encroachments are strictly fol-
lowed.

All other City Departments and private-
ly owned utility companies have reported
no objections. Provisions protecting utility
installations are part of the attached reso-
lution.

City Engineering Division — DPW
remains concerned that this private fence
on the public sidewalk utilizes over half
the width of the sidewalk, and diverts
pedestrians toward the curb and the adja-
cent traffic flow.

In 2006, the City of Detroit, adopted a
Non-Motorized Transportation Master
Plan. Since that time there have been
numerous additions to the City’s growing
network of non-motorized pathways,
including the expansion of the Riverwalk,
the opening of the Dequindre Cut, and the
approximately 170 miles of bike lanes or
paths. Current projects include 11 addi-
tional miles of bike lanes and the Link
Detroit Multimodal Enhancement Plan
including Dequindre Cut North, which will
expand the existing Cut from Gratiot to
Mack. The completion of these projects
are only the beginning of an important
opportunity for the City; to utilize existing
abandoned railways to create a circular
non-motorized path entirely around the
City’s core. This concept has been identi-
fied at the Inner Circle Greenway project.

Essential to the revitalization of this
project is the construction of a non-motor-
ized pathway that will follow in part an
existing abandoned railroad line formerly
known at the Detroit Transfer Rail Road
which stretches from a point near the
intersection of Joseph Campau and
McNichols, west to Intervale, and then
south to Lonyo, a total distance of more
than eight miles. Other sections, some of
them already completed will form the
roughly circular path, a map of which is
provided as an attachment to this com-
munication.

It is fully understood that the City is not
in a position to financially underwrite the
cost of this construction. To make the cre-
ation of this non-motorized trail possible
the City will apply for a grant from the
United States Department of Trans-
portation (USDOT) under a program
known as TIGER Discretionary Grants
(TIGER FY 2015).

It should be emphasized that it is not
just construction that will be funded with-
out any City General Fund. The entire pro-
ject, including land acquisition (already
funded through a Federal Transportation
Alternative Program and Michigan
Department of Natural Resources Trust
Fund grant) construction and mainte-
nance, will be funded, utilizing the suc-
cessful model employed in the past for the
Riverwalk and Dequindre Cut Projects.

In order to make the necessary appli-
cation to the USDOT, an endorsement by
the City Council is required.

AWARENESS MONTH IN THE CITY OF
DETROIT

WHEREAS, The mission of the Detroit
City Council is to promote the economic,
cultural and physical welfare of Detroit’s
citizens through Charter-mandated leg-
islative functions; and
WHEREAS, According to data from the

Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention, approximately 81,300 non-
fatal injuries and 31,672 deaths involving
guns occur every year. This works out to
about three hundred eight shootings and
eighty six deaths every day; and

WHEREAS, Guns are the most com-
mon weapon used in domestic violence
against women, and access to firearms
increases the risk of homicide by more
than five times; and

WHEREAS, It is imperative that there
be greater public awareness of this seri-
ous issue, and more must be done to
increase activity at the local, state, and
national levels; and

WHEREAS, This is not an attack on the
Second Amendment, or an attempt to
curb gun rights, but the level of enforce-
ment for laws already on the books has
been inadequate to stop gun violence in
America. According to the FBI, more than
two-thirds of murders nationwide are
committed by criminals using handguns.
In addition, according to statistics from
the Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention, the leading cause of death for
African Americans aged 25 to 34 is homi-
cide committed by firearm; and

WHEREAS, In April of this year, U.S.
District Court Judge Terrence Berg, him-
self a victim of a gun crime, called for an
end to “the scourge of gun violence” dur-
ing a rally for peace in Detroit. There are
numerous controlled studies demonstrat-
ing that school based counseling and vio-
lence prevention programs are effective at
teaching students how to resolve conflicts
and problems without resorting to vio-
lence. Prevention must begin early to be
most effective; and

WHEREAS, No one person, Detroit’s
Mayor, City Council, state legislature, or
organization can solve this problem. The
entire community must work together to
take control of gun violence. To help curb
gun violence throughout the City of
Detroit, everyone needs to be involved; and

those who are disproportionately affected

Re: Renewal of MOU with State of
Michigan self-insurance of vehicle
fleet.

The City of Detroit self-insures its vehi-
cle fleet. In 2014, the State of Michigan
advised that, due to the City’s bankruptcy,
the state was reluctant to allow the City to
continue to self-insure. The state required
the City to investigate the possibility of
buying insurance coverage in the open
market, but the quotations were not eco-
nomically advantageous.

Ultimately, the state allowed the city to
continue to self-insure, but required the
City to execute an MOU. In the MOU, the
city and state agreed on how pre-petition
MVA claims would be handled. The City
also agreed to hire a third party adminis-
trator to handle no-fault claims involving
the City’s vehicle fleet. Kevyn Orr execut-
ed the 2014 MOU, a copy of which is
attached as exhibit A.

The State very recently advised that it
wishes to renew the MOU. This needs to
be done by June 2, 2015, so that the
City’s self-insurance certificate will contin-
ue in force after the current expiration
date of June 8.

The proposed 2015 MOU is attached
as exhibit B. Its terms are consistent with
the 2014 MOU. We ask that for Council’s
approval to execute the 2015 MOU.

. PURPOSE AND BACKGROUND

1. The purpose of this Memorandum
of Understanding (MOU) is to describe
the agreements between the Michigan
Department of Insurance and Financial
Services (DIFS), the City of Detroit (City),
and the Michigan Department of Treasury
(Treasury) concerning the conditions
under which the Director of DIFS
(Director) will exercise her discretion to
renew the City’s certificate and to self-
insure against motor vehicle-related
claims that arise under Chapter 31 of the
Michigan Insurance Code (Chapter 31)
and for which Chapter 31 mandates insur-
ance coverage. Motor vehicle-related
claims that arise under Chapter 31 and for
which Chapter 31 mandated insurance
coverage are referred to hereafter as “No-
Fault Claims,” and the certificate issued
by the Director to self-insure against
these claims is referred to as a “No-Fault
Self-Insurance Certificate.”

2. On August 7, 2014, the City submit-
ted to the Director an application to renew
its No-Fault Self Insurance Certificate
under the authority of section 3101d of
the Michigan Insurance Code, MCL
500.3101d. If approved and issued by the
Director, the No-Fault Self-Insurance
Certificate will enable the City to comply
with state laws requiring insurance on the
motor vehicles owned by, registered to,
and/or operated by the City.
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3. Effective January 1, 2013, the
Michigan Legislature provided statutory
qualifications for the issuance of a No-
Fault Self-Insurance Certificate (and
transferred issuance authority from the
Michigan Secretary of State to the
Director) by enacting 2012 PA 204, MCL
500.3101d.

4. MCL 500.3101d(1) provides that “[a]
person in whose name more than 25
motor vehicles are registered may qualify
as a self-insurer by obtaining a certificate
of self-insurance issued by the commis-
sioner (now Director) under subsection
(2).” Under subsection (2), the Director
“may, in his or her discretion . . . issue a
certificate of self-insurance to the person if
the (Director) is satisfied that the person has
and will continue to have the ability to pay
judgments obtained against the person.”

5. Consistent with the foregoing
defined terms, the Director interprets this
statutory requirement to apply to the
City’s ability to pay No-Fault Claims only,
i.e., claims that must be covered by insur-
ance under Chapter 31 and therefore fall
within the scope of a No-Fault Self-
Insurance Certificate. Accordingly, the
statute governing the issuance or renewal
of No-Fault Self-Insurance Certificates
grants the Director discretion to issue a
certificate to “a person” (which includes
the City, see MCL 500.114) as long as the
Director is satisfied that the person has
and will continue to have the ability to pay
No-Fault Claims against it.

6. Additional rules applicable to No-
Fault Self-Insurance Certificates are con-
tained in R257.531-257.540 of the
Michigan Administrative Code, entitled
“Certificates of No-Fault Self-Insurance.”

7. As reported in the City’s application
and widely publicized, on July 18, 2013,
the City filed a voluntary petition for relief
under Chapter 9 of the United States
Bankruptcy Code. The bankruptcy case was
assigned Case No. 13-53846 and remains
pending before the Honorable Steven W.
Rhodes in the United States Bankruptcy
Court, Eastern District of Michigan.

8. The City’s ongoing bankruptcy and
current financial condition validate the
Director’'s legitimate concerns as to
whether the City has and will continue to
have the ability to pay No-Fault Claims
against it, both in full and in a timely man-
ner. Barring the agreements and satisfac-
tion of the conditions set forth in this
MOU, the Director would be justified in
exercising her discretion to deny the City’s
application under MCL 500.3101d(2) and
R257.538.

9. However, in reliance on the City’s
and Treasury’s agreements contained in
this MOU and satisfaction of the condi-
tions outlined below, the Director will
renew the City’s No-Fault Self Insurance
Certificate under the authority vested by
MCL 500.3101d.

Il. AGREEMENTS AND CONDITIONS

A. THE CITY

1. The previous authority granted to
the City to self-administer its No-Fault
Claims is terminated. The City will con-
tract with a DIFS-approved service
provider/third-party administrator to man-
age its No-Fault Claims both pre- and
post-bankruptcy petition to ensure appro-
priate and timely payment of benefits.

2. During the Certificate Term (defined
in paragraph 11.C.1 below) the City will
provide DIFS with quarterly reports of No-
Fault Claim liabilities and payments.

3. All No-Fault Claims against the City,
whether arising pre- or post-bankruptcy
petition, must be handled and paid by the
City in full (if determined valid) in the ordi-
nary course of business. The City will
amend its Plan for the Adjustment of
Debts to reflect its intention to pay 100%
of the determined value of all valid No-
Fault Claims, as follows:

“From and after the Effective Date, the
City will continue to administer (either
directly or through a third party adminis-
trator) and pay valid pre-petition Claims
for liabilities with respect to which the City
is required to maintain insurance cover-
age pursuant to MCL § 500.3101 in con-
nection with the operation of the City's
motor vehicles, as follows: (1) Claims for
personal protection benefits as provided
by MCL § 500.3107 and MCL § 500.3108,
for which insurance coverage is required
by MCL § 500.3101(1), shall be paid in
full, to the extent valid, provided, however,
that the City will not be liable for or pay
interest or attorneys’ fees under MCL
§ 500.3142 or MCL § 500.3148 on pre-
petition Claims for personal protection
benefits; (2) tort claims permitted by MCL
§ 500.3135, for which residual liability
insurance coverage is required by MCL
§ 500.3101(1) and MCL § 500.3131, shall
be paid, to the extent valid, only up to the
minimum coverage specified by MCL
§ 500.3009(1), i.e., up to a maximum of
(a) $20,000 because of bodily injury to or
death of one person in any one accident,
and subject to that limit for one person, (b)
$40,000 because of bodily injury to or
death of two or more persons in any one
accident and (c) $10,000 because of
injury to or destruction of property of
others in any accident; and (3) Claims for
property protection benefits under MCL
§ 500.3121 and MCL § 500.3123 shall be
paid, to the extent valid, only up to the
maximum benefits specified in MCL
§ 500.3121; provided, however, for the
avoidance of doubt, to the extent any valid
Claim subject to subsections 2 and 3
above exceeds the applicable payment
limits, the excess claim amount shall be
treated as an Other Unsecured Claim or a
Convenience Claim (as applicable).
Nothing in the Plan shall discharge,
release or relieve the City from any cur-
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rent or future liability with respect to
Claims subject to insurance coverage
pursuant to MCL § 500.3101 or Claims
within the minimum coverage limits in
MCL § 500.3009(1). The City expressly
reserves the right to challenge the validity
of any Claim subject to this Section
[IV.O.], and nothing herein shall be
deemed to expand the City’s obligations
or claimants’ rights with respect to these
Claims under Stated Law.”

4. The City will purchase an excess
insurance policy for its No-Fault Claims
with a specific retention of no greater than
$1,000,000 or an amount determined to
be actuarially appropriate. The excess
insurance policy must be written by a car-
rier authorized to transact such business
in this state and comply with the require-
ments of R 257.537.

5. The City will accept and process
any No-Fault Claims against it that have
been filed against the Michigan Assigned
Claims Plan, for adjudication and pay-
ment in the ordinary course subject to the
provisions of paragraph I.A.3 above.

6. During the entire Certificate Term,
the City will deposit in escrow with
Treasury, to be held on behalf of DIFS: (a)
the $15.2 million reserved for the City’s
current No-Fault Self-Insurance Certificate;
or (b) such other amount determined by
DIFS to be actuarially appropriate (the
DIFS Escrow), to ensure the City’s ability
to pay No-Fault Claims during the
Certificate Term. The DIFS Escrow will be
funded by transferring the required
escrow amount from existing funds in the
City’s Self-Insurance Escrow Account
maintained by Treasury. Funds on deposit
in the DIFS Escrow may be requisitioned
by the City only for the payment of valid
No-Fault Claims, and any request by the
City to requisition funds from the DIFS
Escrow will be subject to DIFS's review
and prior approval and compliance with
the terms of this MOU. The City does not
anticipate requisitioning any funds from
the DIFS Escrow during the Certificate
Term because it intends to adjudicate and
pay valid No-Fault Claims in the ordinary
course of business. However, if during the
Certificate Term the City requests, and
DIFS approves, any requisition of funds
from the DIFS Escrow to pay the City’s
valid No-Fault Claims, the City will
promptly replenish any funds disbursed in
accordance with the schedule agreed to
by DIFS and the City at the time the req-
uisition request is approved.

7. The City will take all reasonable and
necessary steps to investigate No-Fault
Claims, and will seek to eliminate fraudu-
lent or wasteful spending and ensure that
claim payments are calculated correctly
and paid only to claimants whose claims
are valid, due and owing.

8. If, after conducting reasonable due

diligence, the City determines and submits
documentary evidence to the Director evi-
dencing that the conditions contained in
paragraphs Il.A.1 and/or 1l.A.4 above can-
not be satisfied despite its best efforts, the
Director may in her discretion waive or
modify the condition(s) or impose a rea-
sonably equivalent alternative.

B. TREASURY

1. Treasury will transfer the required
funds and maintain the DIFS Escrow on
behalf of DIFS in accordance with the pro-
visions of paragraph I.A.6 above.

2. Treasury will maintain the DIFS
Escrow funds in a separate and distinct
Escrow account, and will not commingle
the DIFS funds with other City self-insur-
ance funds or accounts.

3. Upon approval and instructions by
DIFS, Treasury will disburse amounts
from the DIFS Escrow to the City or other
designated payee(s).

C. DIFS

1. DIFS will issue the City a No-Fault
Self-Insurance Certificate for a period of
one year, beginning June 9, 2014 at 12:01
a.m. and ending June 8, 2015 at 11:59
p.m. (the Certificate Term).

2. DIFS will perform its responsibilities
under the Michigan Insurance Code.

Ill. EFFECTIVE DATE AND DURATION

1. This MOU goes into effect when
each party has signed it and shall remain
in effect during the entire Certificate
Term.

4. The City will accept and process
any No-Fault Claims against it that have
been filed against the Michigan Assigned
Claims Plan, for adjudication and pay-
ment in the ordinary course subject to the
provisions of paragraph 1.A.3 above.

5. The City will take all reasonable and
necessary steps to investigate No-Fault
Claims, and will seek to eliminate fraudu-
lent or wasteful spending and ensure that
claim payments are calculated correctly
and paid only to claimants whose claims
are valid, due and owing.

6. To ensure the City’s ability to pay
No-Fault Claims during the entire
Certificate Term, the City will deposit in
escrow with Treasury, to be held on behalf
of DIFS: (a) the $18.8 million reserved for
the City’s current No-Fault Self-Insurance
Certificate, or such other amount deter-
mined by DIFS to be actuarially appropri-
ate (the Reserves); and (b) $2,761,787 as
a reasonable equivalent alternative to
excess insurance coverage (Reasonable
Equivalent Alternative). The Reserves
and Reasonable Equivalent Alternative,
totaling $21,561,787, (collectively referred
to hereafter as the DIFS Escrow) will be
funded by transferring the required
amount from existing funds in the City’s
Self-Insurance Escrow Account main-
tained by Treasury. Funds on deposit in
the DIFS Escrow may be requisitioned by
the City only for the payment of valid No-
Fault Claims, and any request by the City
to requisition funds from the DIFS Escrow
will be subject to DIFS's review and prior
approval and compliance with the terms
of this MOU. The City does not anticipate
requisitioning any funds from the DIFS
Escrow during the Certificate Term
because it intends to adjudicate and pay
valid No-Fault Claims in the ordinary
course of business. However, if during the
Certificate Term the City requests, and
DIFS approves, any requisition of funds
from the DIFS Escrow to pay the City’s
valid No-Fault Claims, the City will
promptly replenish any funds disbursed in
accordance with the schedule agreed to
by DIFS and the City at the time the reg-
uisition request is approved.

1. This Addendum 1 serves to amend
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the terms of the August 8, 2014
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU)
between the Michigan Department of
Insurance and Financial Services (DIFS),
the City of Detroit (City), and the Michigan
Department of Treasury (Treasury).

2. Pursuant to paragraph 11.A.4 of the
MOU, the City was required to purchase
an excess insurance policy for its No-
Fault Claims with a specific retention of no
greater than $1,000,000 or an amount
determined to be actuarially appropriate.

3. However, paragraph I[l.A.8 of the
MOU provides that “[I]f, after conducting
reasonable due diligence, the City deter-
mines and submits documentary evi-
dence to the Director evidencing that the
conditions contained in paragraphs 11.A.1
and/or 1I.LA.4 above cannot be satisfied
despite its best efforts, the Director may in
her discretion waive or modify the condi-
tion(s) or impose a reasonably equivalent
alternative.”

4. On September 15, 2014, the City
submitted correspondence requesting the
Director exercise her discretion to waive
or modify the condition(s) contained in
paragraph Il.A.4 or impose a reasonably
equivalent alternative (Request).

5. Through the Request, which
includes supporting documentary evi-
dence, the City asserts that, after reason-
able due diligence, it has determined that
the condition contained in paragraph
II.LA.4 cannot be satisfied despite its best
efforts.

6. The Director has considered the
Request and decided to exercise her dis-
cretion to impose a reasonably equivalent
alternative to the condition contained in
paragraph 11.A.4.

Il. AGREEMENTS AND CONDITIONS

1. Pursuant to paragraph 11.LA.8, as a
reasonable equivalent alternative to the
condition contained in paragraph 1.A.4,
the Director requires that the City escrow
an additional $2,761,787 (Reasonable
Equivalent Alternative), in addition to the
monies required to be escrowed in para-
graph ILLA.6.

2. Pursuant to paragraph 11.A.6, DIFS
has determined that it is actuarially appro-
priate for the City to be required to hold
$18,800,000 in reserves (DIFS Escrow) to
ensure the City’s ability to pay No-Fault
Claims during the Certificate Term.

3. Therefore, pursuant to the terms of
the MOU and this Addendum 1, the City is
required to hold a total of $21,561,787 in
reserves, (DIFS Escrow of $18,800,000
pursuant to paragraph Il.A.6, and the
Reasonable Equivalent Alternative of
$2,761,787 pursuant to paragraphs 1l.A.4
and 11.A.8), to ensure the City’s ability to
pay No-Fault claims for the Certificate
Term.

4. Paragraph 1l.A.2 shall be revised to
provide as follows:

During the Certificate Term (defined in

paragraph 11.C.1 below), the City will pro-
vide DIFS with quarterly report of No-
Fault Claim liabilities and payments. In
addition, DIFS shall have the authority to
communicate directly with the third-party
administrator required under paragraph
II.LA.1 to monitor its management and pay-
ment of the City’s No-Fault Claims, both
pre- and post-bankruptcy petition.

5. All other terms of the MOU remain
unchanged.
Ill. EFFECTIVE DATE AND DURATION

On behalf of the Police Department, |
am pleased to submit the attached pro-
posed emergency ordinance which has
been approved as to form.

Pursuant to the applicable provisions of
the 2012 Detroit City Charter, the above-
referenced proposed emergency ordi-
nance is being submitted to your
Honorable Body for consideration. This
proposed ordinance amends Chapter 33
of the 1984 Detroit City Code, Minors,
Article Ill, Regulation of Minors in Public
Places and Adult Responsibility for
Violation, by adding Sections 33-3-14, 33-
3-15, and 33-3-16 to provide for a super-
seding curfew for all minors on the
evening of the scheduled date for the
2015 Detroit Annual Fireworks Display, or
on any rescheduled date for this event,
and on the three evenings of the Detroit
River Days.

This proposed ordinance has two sig-
nificant changes from prior years:

(1) Based on experiences from recent
River Day festivals, the Police Department
is urging that the expanded curfew for the
Fireworks be extended to the three days
of the River Day festival.

(2) After review of recent case law, the
Law Department is recommending the
inclusion of additional exceptions to the
curfew. These additional provisions, set
forth in Section 33-3-16, subsections 5
through 9, provide exceptions for minors
on the sidewalk in front of their home,
minors involved in emergencies or consti-
tutionally protected activity such as inter-
state travel or freedom of speech, assem-
bly or exercise of religion, and minors on
errands for the parents, with written per-
mission.

The Police Department has data to
support the necessity of the expanded
curfew, and together with the Law
Department requests the opportunity to
present this information to your Honorable
Body at the public hearing for the ordi-
nance.

Thank you for your consideration. The
Police Department and the Law
Department are available to answer any
questions that you may have concerning
this proposed emergency ordinance.

The Detroit City Council, upon receipt
of testimony and evidence from the
Detroit Police Department and others,
and after public hearing, upon due con-
sideration makes the following findings:

(A) On the day of and especially the
evening of the Detroit Annual Fireworks
Display that takes place on the Detroit
River there have been numerous inci-
dents of harassment, nuisance, vandal-
ism, and violence committed by persons
at the viewing, parking, and public places
of the City before, during, and after the
fireworks display;

(B) On the days and especially the
evenings of the Detroit River Days that
take place along the Detroit River there
have been numerous incidents of harass-
ment, nuisance, vandalism, and violence
committed by persons at or near the
venue of the Detroit River Days, which is
generally along the Detroit River from
Hart Plaza to William G. Milliken State
Park;

(C) These acts of harassment, nui-
sance, vandalism, and violence have
been committed, in part, by unsupervised
minors before and during the City’s regu-
lar curfew hours for minors and have
endangered the peace, health, safety, and
welfare of the People of the City of Detroit,
and the many persons traveling from out-
side the City limits to attend these annual
events, in particular unsupervised minors;

(D) There exist public peace, health,
safety, and welfare needs for effectively

governing the conduct of such minors as
it pertains to harassment, nuisance, van-
dalism, and violence for the purpose of
alleviating and eliminating these prob-
lems;

(E) Due to law enforcement considera-
tions and logistics concerns, a City-wide
curfew is necessary to enhance the public
peace, health, safety, and welfare for the
thousands of persons who attend these
annual events;

(F) Due to the fact that spectators
begin to gather in the viewing areas in
advance of the commencement of the
Detroit Annual Fireworks Display on the
day of the event, the regular curfew hours
for minors provided for in the City’s
Curfew Ordinance, codified in Chapter 33,
Article 11l of the Detroit City Code, are not
sufficient to alleviate and curtail criminal
activity by unsupervised minors in the fire-
works display viewing areas;

(G) Experience has shown that during
the Detroit River Days the regular curfew
hours for minors provided for in the City’s
Curfew Ordinance, codified in Chapter 33,
Article 11l of the Detroit City Code, are not
sufficient to alleviate and curtail criminal
activity by unsupervised minors, and to
adequately safeguard unsupervised
minors not engaged in criminal activity;

(H) The peace, health, safety, and wel-
fare of minors and the community-at-large
will benefit from additional curfew controls
for minors in the City during the Detroit
Annual Fireworks Display and during the
Detroit River Days;

(I) The curfew for minors in the City
provides for reasonable exceptions during
the specified curfew period to allow for
minors accompanied by their parent or
legal guardian, for minors at or traveling to
and from places of employment, educa-
tion and training facilities, and sponsored
activities under adult supervision, for
minors involved in emergencies or consti-
tutionally protected activities such as
interstate travel or freedom of speech,
assembly or exercise of religion, for
minors on the sidewalks in front of their
homes, and for minors sent on errands by
their parents if the minors have proper
written permission.

RESOLUTION BY MOTHERS OF
MURDERED CHILDREN (MOMC) TO
RECOGNIZE JUNE 6, 2015, AS
STANDING FOR PEACE AND
JUSTICE DAY

By COUNCIL MEMBER SHEFFIELD:

WHEREAS, Gun violence has claimed
the lives of more than 30,000 men,
women and children in recent years, guns
were used to murder 11,000 people in
2010 in the United States, the latest year
for which and 73,000 were rushed to hos-
pital emergency rooms for gunshot
wounds, according to the Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention. Doctor
and public health specialist say gun vio-
lence is at epidemic levels, calling it major
public health threat; and

WHEREAS, The Doctors for America
organization headquartered in Washington
D.C., states that: 87 people die and over
180 are injured every day due to gunshot
wounds; and

WHEREAS, The above statistics may
not even capture the numbers of inner city
youth who are killed daily. While homicide
is the leading cause of death among
young African American males between
14 and 25 years of age, such information
is rarely included in the national debate
about the epidemic of gun violence in
America; and

WHEREAS, According to a 2013 report
by the Children’s Defense Fund (CDF), in
2010, 2,694 children and teens died from
guns in the United States, which amounts
to one child or teen every three hours and
15 minutes, seven every day and 51 every
week. As in the gun deaths in 2010, this is
equal to one child every 30 minutes, 50
every day, and 351 children every week,
in addition, more than six times as many
children and teens, 18,270, suffered non-
fatal gun injuries; and

WHEREAS, State legislative bodies
across America have become stages for
protests and testimony from families of
people cut down by bullets, juxtaposed to
lawmakers, sparring over second amend-
ment freedoms. All across the country,
tens of thousands of voiceless parents

have lost and are losing their children to
senseless violence, without our elected
officials proactively and responsibly
addressing this issue; and

WHEREAS, In the 1970s, in an effort to
protect our citizens, including our chil-
dren, the federal government created the
Consumer Product Safety Commission
(CPSC). The CPSC developed standards
for products of all types, except guns. In
1976, an amendment to the CPSC Act,
states that the CPSC shall make no ruling
or order that restricts the manufacture or
sale of guns or ammunition. As a result,
the CPSC can regulate teddy bears and
toy guns, but not real guns, despite the
fact they are one of the most lethal con-
sumer products; and

WHEREAS, America has laws to pro-
tect our children from products, activities,
or situtations that may cause them harm
or injury before they reach the age of
majority, which is in most cases 18 or 21.
We make it illegal for them to purchase
substances such as alcohol and tobacco.
We limit activities such as driving, serving
in the military and even marriage without
parental consent, but we haven’t done
enough to protect our children and teens
from access to illegal guns; and

WHEREAS, For over 30 years, homi-
cide, primarily gun violence, has been the
leading cause of death among American
males between the ages of 14-25 years of
age. It is the second leading cause for
death among Latino youth in the same
age group; and

WHEREAS, Urban communities of
color, overwhelmingly, bear the brunt of
gun violence in America, yet the U.S.
Department of Justice’s report titled
“Vision 21”, which is calling for reform to
the Victims of Crime Act, clearly identifies
African American males and their fami-
lies, as among the population of crime vic-
tims; in America who are under served,
encounter barriers to accessing services
and are most frequently denied services;
and

WHEREAS, In February, 2014,
President Barack Obama launched “My
Brother's Keeper” initiative, in response to
“America’s numbness” to the plight of
young African American males; and

WHEREAS, Congress allowed the
1994 ban on assault weapons to sunset,
despite a drop in gun deaths and broad
public support for the ban by a rate of
71% and

WHEREAS, The U.S. Congress has
willfully and consistently blocked the
effectiveness of the Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention (CDC), by cutting
and blocking funding to the agency to
support research into the behavioral,
mental health and the social economic
issues that contribute to the homicide and
gun violence crisis in America. In addition,
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Congress has consistently under-funded
and instituted structural restrictions that
prevent the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco
and Firearms (ATF) from effectively carry-
ing out its oversight role of the firearms
industry; and

WHEREAS, For over 30 years,
Congress has blocked the passage of
bills that would have constituted sensible
gun laws to curtail the proliferation and
access to illegal guns in America, such
as:

e a requirement to report lost and
stolen guns

* the enactment of an assault weapons
and high capacity magazine ban

e closing the “Gun Show Loophole”

e closing the “Fire Sale Loophole”

¢ the repeal of the Tiahrt Amendment,
which restricts access of state and local
law enforcement to gun trace data; and

WHEREAS, The National League of
Cities (NLC), represents and advocates
for 19,000 cities, towns and villages, rep-
resenting more than 218 million
Americans in our country and has crafted
a NLC National Municipal Policy on Public
Policy on Public Safety; and

WHEREAS, Cities United, the crime
prevention arm of the NLC, launched by
Philadelphia Mayor Michale Nutter and
New Orleans Mayor Mitch Landrieu, is a
national effort to reduce violent deaths
among African American males. Its vision
is that mayors and other municipal lead-
ers across the country, will form partner-
ships with other local officials, community
leaders, families, youth, funders and other
stakeholders, to champion strategies that
reduce violence and violence-related
deaths among African American males;
and

WHEREAS, The United States
Congress has failed to enact measures
that would protect the first Amendment
rights of all American citizens, the right to
life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness;
and

WHEREAS, We declare homicide in
America as a National Health Crisis and
we demand our duly elected members of
Congress come together in a bipartisan
manner to address this crisis, to enact
legislation and promote policies that pro-
tect the rights of all Americans to live in
safe environments free from random and
needless gun violence; NOW THERE-
FORE BE IT

Ortheia Barnes-Kennerly, who was grant-
ed her angel wings on May 15, 2015; and

along with her older brother, J.J. Barnes.
Known for most of her public life as
Ortheia, many people first became aware
of her in the late 1960s when she was
appearing in local clubs and other
venues, usually as an opening act.
Ortheia was friendly with many of Motown
Records artists and opened shows for
performers such as Stevie Wonder,
Marvin Gaye and Gladys Knight. She

Barnes’ remained a regular presence at

WHEREAS, It is with great pleasure
and privilege that we, the members of the
Detroit City Council, recognize and
bestow due honor upon Nadirah
Muhammad, a loving daughter, wife and
mother, exemplary physical education
teacher and health instructor at DPS
Westside Academy High School, and a
compassionate humanitarian; and

donated a kidney organ, giving the ulti-
mate gift of life to one of her students, 18-
year-old A’Ja Booth, in an amazing and
selfless act of loving-kindness and
courage.

The City of Detroit, through the
Housing and Revitalization Department
(“HRD”), has continued to work closely
with the U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development (“HUD”), in making
required obligations and disbursements of
City NSP funds to close-out program by
June 30, 2015. HRD issued a NOFA in
February, 2015 to assist in making alloca-
tions for “ready to proceed projects” with
remaining NSP 1 funding (in addition to
other available including HOME and
CDBG). Four respondents submitted
requests for funding during the early sub-
mission period of the NOFA. HRD’s
review of those projects determined that
only one project, Hartford Village was
ready to proceed at this time with an allo-
cation $1,450,000 in HOME funds and
$650,000 in NSP 1 funds or NSP 1 pro-

gram income. Two projects: Homebase
Veterans, Owen Apartments, and
Continental Homes each required LIHTC
funding from the State of Michigan to pro-
ceed (an additional project application
was incomplete). The Department will
continue to review these projects with
other projects (14) received during the
regular review period.

HRD is also working with four develop-
ers of NSP 1 Homebuyer projects to sale
project homes prior to the project close.
Those developers include Bailey
Development, Citadel of Praise, Ferlito
Construction, and Kodiak Landarc.
Homebuyer assistance will be provided to
assist income eligible purchaser to buy
the homes.

Finally, HRD has agreed to subordinate
its HOME loan to allow a developer,
Addison Apartments | Limited Partner-
ship, to refinance with a new lender at a
better rate. No additional funding is
required and the terms of the HOME loan
will remain the same.

HRD issues a Request for Proposals
(“RFP”) to solicit projects and develop-
ment partners to receive development
funds. Proposals are ranked according to
developer capacity and experience, fund-
ing leveraged, “readiness to proceed” and
projected impact on Detroit neighbor-
hoods and housing markets.

Consistent with the new process adopt-
ed by City Council in 2012 for approving
awards and development partners for the
NSP and HOME programs, the
Department is requesting that your
Honorable Body review and approve the
attached list.

(16) Locations.

The following sixteen (16) signalized
intersections are currently operating on
full time “STOP control” mode in compli-
ance with the Michigan Manual of Uniform
Traffic Control Devices (MMUTCD) and
are scheduled for removal due to changes
in traffic conditions.

The traffic volumes, accident reports
and physical conditions were analyzed
prior to placing the signals on full time
flashing operation. The traffic volumes
have dropped significantly over the years
at these locations. As a result, currently
none of the MMUTCD warrants are satis-
fied and therefore, continued operation of
the traffic signals is no longer justified.
Moreover, being unwarranted, these traf-
fic signals will pose unnecessary liability
for City unless removed.

The traffic signals were placed in 24-
hour flash mode for a minimum of 90 days
beginning at flashing date listed in the
table below. During this time period, fur-
ther evaluation of the intersections was
completed; the evaluation included a
review of vehicle and pedestrian volumes,
crash data and overall intersection opera-
tion. The table below illustrates the crash
data for each intersection for an equal
time period before and after flashing.
Crash analyses at the sixteen (16) inter-
sections did not indicate any significant
increase in correctable (angle) crashes.
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As such, the Department of Public
Works respectfully requests the adoption
of the attached resolution for the removal
of the traffic signals at the above men-
tioned sixteen (16) locations based on the
following:

1. Traffic volumes no longer meet war-
ranting criteria for signalization.

2. Pedestrian activity does not warrant
signalization.

3. No correctable crash pattern exists
at the intersections.
