Presentation to the Board - Tow Rate Commission - Laura Goodspeed, Auditor General

A. Laura Goodspeed, Auditor General discussed the Board of Police Commissioners responsibilities relating to the
city's towing activities and involvement with the 2024 Tow Rate Commission (TRC). Auditor General Laura
Goodspeed introduced members from the Auditor General Office, Mark Lockridge, Deputy Auditor General, Kevin
Nosotti, Chief Auditor, Ms. Vivian Slaughter, Audit Manager, Ms. Shannon Hicks, Auditor, and from the Legislative
Policy Division Attorney Philip Keller. The last Tow Rate Commission was convened in 2012, representatives of the
Detroit Towing Association appeared before City Council in 2022, requesting a rate change. Councilmember
Santiago-Romero convened the 2024 Tow Rate Commission on January 22, 2024. Although you don't have direct
responsibility for being involved in setting the rates you do have input into some of the costs that may affect the
rates. It does not appear that an affirmative recommendation approving the new fee schedule is required by this
body. Nonetheless, the Legislative Policy Division noted that traditionally, both the Board and the TRC have
offered input on the fees prior to the adoption of a resolution by City Council.

New Business.

A. Personnel & Training Committee Report. DPD HR Katrina Director Patillo provided an update on the position for
the Secretary of the Board. Commissioner Woods provided an update on behalf of the Special Personnel &
Training Committee held March 18, 2024. Five Investigators were interviewed. For the Executive Administrative
Assistant Il (Legal) position, eight applicants have been selected for interviews.

Commissioner Woods

“By direction of the Special Personnel & Training Committee it is recommended to move forward to hire Stephanie
Brown and Kyisha Jones for the Investigator position pending background checks.” The motion passes.

“By direction of the Special Personnel & Training Committee, we are requesting that the Investigator position be posted
immediately.” The motion passes.

B. Policy Committee Report. Commissioner Bernard provided key updates from the Policy Committee from March 19,
2024,

On behalf of the Policy Committee, it recommends the Board approve the 203.11 Eyewitness Identification and
Lineups Policy Directive 08.17.2023 DPD Submission. The motion passes.

Commissioner Burton motioned,
CEASEFIRE+ SURVEILLANCE RESOLUTION

WHEREAS: the Detroit City Council has voted to call for an immediate, durable, and sustained
ceasefire to protect and save human lives, including the release of all illegally held
hostages;

WHEREAS: the domestic use of surveillance technologies is often inexorably linked to the use of

those same technologies abroad to undermine human rights;

AND WHEREAS: the duty of police oversight encompasses a responsibility not only to ensure that our
policies protect the safety and civil rights of Detroiters, but also to ensure that our
policies promote an international respect for our universal and inalienable human rights;

BE ITTHEREFORE
RESOLVED: that the Board of Police Commissioners echoes the Detroit City Council's call for an
immediate, durable, and sustained ceasefire in Gaza and the release of all hostages;
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AND BEIT

FURTHER RESOLVED: that the Board of Police Commissioners calls on the city of Detroit to disinvest in any
surveillance technology or service with financial ties to any international human rights
violations.
