Housing Association Limited Partnership.
The partnership is developing a housing
project consisting of the construction of a
two-story, wood frame multi-tenant com-
plex with separate street entrance and
attached garages. The project consisting
of twelve (12) 2-bedrooms 1-bath units
and eight (8) 3-bedroom 2-bath units will
be located on the west side of Detroit at
5130 McKinley, 5079 and 5087 Roosevelt.

Financing for the development will be
through: a proposed Construction Loan
from Charter One Bank estimated at
$1,340,000 at 5% interest for up to twelve

.

Capital Fund Investment Corporation for a
maximum of $629,208 at approximately
7.17% interest for 18 years and Low
Income Tax Housing Tax Credits.

In order to make this development eco-
nomically feasible, it is necessary for it to
receive the benefits of tax exemption
under Section 15a of the State Housing
Development Authority Act of 1996, (PA.
346, as amended, MCLA125.1415A).

Six (6) or thirty percent of the units will
be occupied by household whose
incomes do not exceed forty percent of
the area median income adjusted for fam-
ily size; seven (7) or thirty percent of the
units will be occupied by household
whose incomes do not exceed fifty per-
cent of the area median income adjusted
for family size; the remaining seven (7)
units will be occupied by households
whose income do not exceed sixty per-
cent of the area median income adjusted
for family size.

Adoption of the resolution by your
Honorable Body will therefore satisfy the
requirements of Public Act 346 and City
Ordinance 9-90, as amended, by estab-
lishing a service charge of 8% for this
housing project.

PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT

Midwest Grosse Pointe Properties, LLC
recently purchased the former Foundry
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Music Center, located at 18000 E. Warren
Avenue just west of Radnor, for the estab-
lishment of a dialysis center with medical
offices. The subject properties, which are
located across the street on the east side
of Radnor are also owned by the petition-
er and currently contain paved vacant lots
that have been historicaly used as off-
street parking for the commercial building
at 18000 E. Warren.

The three lots located at 4896, 4886
and 4876 Radnor Avenue were used for
off-street parking, but were zoned R1
(Single Family Residential District). The
petitioner is submitting a request to
rezone the above-mentioned lots to a P1
(Open Parking District) zoning classifica-
tion so that the properties’ zoning classifi-
cation will be consistent with the existing
land use. In addition, the vacant lots will
be redeveloped with landscaping and a
berm to buffer the residential uses imme-
diately to the south.

SURROUNDING ZONING AND LAND

USES

The zoning classification and land uses
surrounding the subject area are as follows:

North: B4 (General Business District);
directly north is two vacant lots paved and
used for parking

East: R1 (Single-Family Residential
District); green space, with a parking lot
and an assisted living facility, and

South: R1 (Single-Family Residential
District); vacant lots

West: R1 (Single-Family Residential
District); vacant lot, a single-family residen-
tial structure and access to a public alley
PUBLIC HEARING RESULTS

During the City Planning Commission
public hearing held on October 19, 2006,
one person spoke in support of the pro-
posal. The speaker was concerned about
the increase in traffic from the proposed
dialysis center and medical offices onto
Radnor, as well as the erection of a brick
or opaque screening wall around the
parking lot. Other questions and concerns
voiced by the speaker included the hours
of operation, the possibility of placing a
stop sign south of Cornwall, use of land-
scaping and a berm as a buffer and
whether the parking lot would be extend-
ed farther into the residential area.

Commissioners inquire about the num-
ber of required parking spaces. Other
concerns included the appearance of a
vacant lot as a blight and the possibility of
making Radnor a one-way street.
ANALYSIS

The proposed rezoning from Ri1
(Single-Family Residential District) to P1
(Open Parking District) would not create
any non-conforming uses. The historic
use of the property as parking would be in
compliance with the P1 District. The park-
ing use would become a by-right use
rather than the current conditional use in
the R1 District. Furthermore, the P1

District would buffer the residential district
to the south from the B4 (General
Business District) located to the north
along Warren.

The subject site is located within the
Chandler Park Subsector of the East
Sector of the Detroit Master Plan of
Policies. The existing land use designa-
tion for the subject area is RLM (Low-
Medium Density Residential) and pro-
posed land use designation is RL (Low
Density Residential). The Planning and
Development Department has submitted
a letter indicating that the rezoning pro-
posal conforms to the future land use des-
ignation and to the intent of the Master
Plan of Policies for the area. An amend-
ment to the Master Plan will not be nec-
essary.

Regarding the possibility of making
Radnor a one-way street, the Department
of Public Works Traffic Engineering
Division indicates it is no longer convert-
ing streets to one-way, but, rather, is con-
verting one-way streets to two-way.
Historically, one-way street conversions
were initiated to facilitate snow removal
and trash pick-up, but they are not need-
ed for the current courville system.

The Traffic Engineering Division will
send out an investigation to review the
possibility of a stop sign at the corner of
Radnor and Cornwall. The area was des-
ignated for a yield sign; however, the inter-
section currently has no sign at all. The
yield sign will be reinstalled upon the
completion of the investigation, but the
area must carry a volume of at least 2,000
cars per day to warrant a stop sign.
CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDA-

TION

The proposed rezoning would make the
zoning for the subject property consistent
with its historic use, parking. The pro-
posed rezoning would not create any non-
conforming uses and would change the
existing use of parking to a by-right use.
The P1 district would provide for a buffer
between the residential district to the
south and the B4 (General Business
District) to the north. Furthermore, the
Planning and Development Department
has determined that the proposed rezoning
is in compliance to the designated land use
in the Master Plan of Policies for the area.

Thus, the City Planning Commission
(CPC) staff recommends approval of the
rezoning proposal for the east side of
Radnor located at 4896, 4886 and 4876
Radnor Avenue from R1 (Single-Family
Residential District) to P1 (Open Parking
District).

Submitted herewith is the report and
recommendation of the City Planning
Commission (CPC) relative to the request
of Planning and Development Depart-
ment (P&DD) (former petitioner Triad
Development Company, LLC.) to show an
R2 (Two-Family Residential District) zon-
ing classification where an R1 (Single-
Family Residential District) zoning classi-
fication is presently shown on property
generally bounded by East Nevada, the
alley first north of E. McNichols, the
Chrysler Freeway and the alley first west
of Dequindre.

NATURE OF REQUEST

On September 22, 2005, the City
Planning Commission held a public hear-
ing to consider the proposal of Triad
Development Company, LLC to rezone
the subject property from R1 to R2. The

request was necessitated by Triad’s
desire to develop in-fill housing in the
area, which would include single-family
and two-family duplex units. The current
R1 zoning does not accommodate the
duplexes envisioned for the area.
However, a zoning change from R1 to R2
would allow the development of single-
family and two-family residential.
Subsequent to the public hearing, the
Planning and Development Department
(P&DD) became the petitioner for the
rezoning of the property because the
Triad Development Company, LLC does
not own all the parcels within the pro-
posed rezoning area.

CPC PUBLIC HEARING

At the public hearing, Triad indicated
that it would develop the subject area in
three phases — with the first phase on
Greeley and Riopelle.

Twenty-two (22) attendees spoke at the
public hearing. While many of them sup-
ported the proposed rezoning and devel-
opment, some had various concerns and
reservations about the proposal. These
included, but were not limited to, the effect
of new housing development on the pre-
sent neighborhood housing, and the size
and design of the new housing in relation
to the existing housing. They also were
concerned about the affordability of new
housing to the residents of the neighbor-
hood, and some expressed disappoint-
ment about the failure of the petitioner to
keep the residents informed about the
proposal prior to coming to the CPC pub-
lic hearing.

ACTIVITIES AFTER THE PUBLIC

HEARING
Meetings with the Community

As a result of the Commission’s request
at the public heairng, the CPC staff,
P&DD staff, the developer, and the com-
munity met three (3) times on October 7,
2005, November 14, 2005 and May 16,
2006.

At these meetings, attendees asked the
developer a variety of questions relating
to the proposed housing development.
These questions were related, but not lim-
ited to, home values after the new hous-
ing development, the potential fate of the
present homes, concerns about whether
the taxes of their homes would go up,
whether the architecture of the new hous-
ing would blend with the current housing,
and the rationale for two-family housing in
a predominantly single family neighbor-
hood. Attendees also asked questions
about parking for new housing, whether
senior citizens would be accommodated
in the proposal, and expressed concerns
about the quality of the new housing
development. The petitioner responded to
many of the above community concerns.
Additional Information from Developer

In January, 2006, the petitioner submit-
ted a packet of additional information to

.
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the CPC, including a conceptual site plan
and illustrations of the proposed housing
types. According to that conceptual plan,
the proposed infill housing would consist
of forty-seven (47) single-familiy homes
and eleven (11) duplexes. Most of the
development would be concentrated on
Riopelle and Greeley, but there would be
some development on other streets,
namely: Cardoni, Russell, Hull, and
Orleans.

P&DD as the Petitioner

In early 2006, the staff of CPC and
P&DD met to discuss the rezoning
request by Triad Development Company,
LLC. Taking into consideration that Triad
did not own or have an interest in much of
the land in the area, it was noted that the
company would not be able to proceed as
the petitioner for the rezoning. According
to the stipulations of the new Zoning
Ordinance, which became effective on
May 29, 2005.

Sec. 61-3-73. Procedures; petitioner for
amendment:

“..the City Council, the City Planning
Commission, other City agencies, the
property  owner, or any person, firm,
organization with an interest in a property
may initiate a zoning map amendment for
the property.”

With this in mind, P&DD agreed to
become the petitioner for the rezoning of
the subject area. The department submit-
ted a letter to the City Planning
Commission to effectuate its request.
Additional Community Input

This matter was before the CPC for
action at its June 1, 2006 meeting. Prior to
that meeting, twenty residents, most of
whom live in the subject area, submitted
to the Commission a letter dated May 23,
2006. The letter listed seven (7) concerns
about the proposed developer. The letter
also listed seven (7) concerns directed to
the Planning and Development Depart-
ment. The Commission tabled action on
this matter until it was more comfortable
with the responses to the community’s letter.

At a subsequent meeting in the com-
munity, it was decided that residents
would identify specific parcels proposed
for duplexes development. Consequently,
the community under the banner of the
Hawthorne Park Neighborhood Associa-
tion submitted a letter indicating that
although the organization preferred single-
family residential development if conced-
ed to the developer’s request to build five
duplexes on Riopelle and Greeley as
opposed to eleven duplexes proposed by
the company.

ANALYSIS

The CPC staff, P&DD staff and the
developer have met with the residents of
the subject area four (4) times to inform

.

the community about the proposed rezon-
ing and future housing development and
answer their concerns.

In responses to community concerns,
the developer has agreed to limit con-
struction of duplexes in the area to
Riopelle and Greeley. All parties have now
agreed to limit the rezoning to those two
streets.

The Planning and Development
Department has indicated that the pro-
posed rezoning conforms to the future
land use designation for the subject area
and the intent of the Master Plan of
Policies.

The proposed rezoning along Riopelle
and Greeley would allow for increased
opportunities for housing development in
this area, which has numerous pockets of
vacant tracts of land. The vacant lots in
the area, particularly on Greeley and
Riopelle, would be ideal for infill housing.
By limiting the rezoning to only 2 streets,
the community is better assured that the
extent of duplex development and any
possible impact would be limited.

The R2 zoning would allow for develop-
ers to have some flexibility in the types of
housing that could be constructed, while
still limiting the density that would be
allowed. The compability provisions con-
tained in the new Zoning Ordinance,
which require that in-fill housing contain at
least some of the characteristics of near-
by existing houses, should be helpful in
seeing that the new housing blends with
the old. The developer would be able to
achieve its original plan to revitalize the
area by developing some duplexes as well
as single family housing. In conclusion,
we believe that the rezoning will not sig-
nificantly alter the character or have sig-
nificant adverse impact on the environ-
ment or property in the area.
RECOMMENDATION

The City Planning Commission recom-
mends approval of an amendment to Map
No. 15 of the Detroit Official Zoning
Ordinance to show an R2 (Two-Family
Residential District) zoning classification
where an R1 (Single-Family Residential
District) zoning classification is presently
shown on property on the east and west
sides of Riopelle between Nevada and
the alley first north of McNichols, on the
east side of Greeley between Nevada and
the alley first north of McNichols and the
west side of Greeley between Nevada
and the Chrysler Freeway Service Drive.

Pursuant to the City of Detroit’s City
Charter (Section 8-102), the Planning and
Development Department’s Planning
Division has submitted for your consider-
ation and action a proposed Amendment
to the Detroit Master Plan of Polices.
Adoption by your Honorable Body of this
resolution would accommodate changes
in the Master Plan of Policies that would
permit the construction of several mixed-
use development projects along the City’s
East Riverfront.

Location

Four riverfront locations between the

Renaissance Center and Mt. Elliott

Avenue.

Finally, another
Bettis/Betters  Development  project,
Belleview, will be constructed on the for-
mer Uniroyal site and will add 2,000 resi-
dential units along with a hotel.
Interpretation
Impact on Surrounding Land Use

The proposed Amendment will facilitate

new investment that will have a profound
impact on the surrounding area. The four
proposed projects will spur additional
redevelopment in adjacent portions of the
East Riverfront, an area poised to
rebound after the unsuccessful effort to
locate the permanent casinos there. The
proposed market rate housing will provide
a market for new retail and entertainment
uses that can be housed in existing build-
ings or new structures.

Impact on Transportation

There are likely to be significant
increases in automobile traffic as the East
Riverfront area continues its redevelop-
ment. To better handle traffic flow, E.
Atwater should be maintained as a prima-
ry east-west through street, including the
portion within the Tri-Centennial State
Park & Harbor boundaries. North-south
access from streets such as Riopelle
should be maintained and/or expanded.
DDOT bus routes service E. Jefferson,
Mt. Elliott, and E. Grand Boulevard. A
SMART route also services E. Jefferson.
Recommended Master Plan Amendment

The Planning and Development
Department (P&DD) requests this pro-
posed Amendment to the Master Plan of
Policies to accommodate the construction
of four mixed-use developments along
Detroit’s East Riverfront. These four pro-
jects, along with the new Tri-Centennial
State Park & Harbor, will signal the East
Riverfront’s transition from a predomi-
nantly industrial landscape to a riverfront
dedicated to residential, entertainment,
and recreational purposes. The proposed
Amendment will promote a higher and
better use of land in the East riverfront,
making this area one of the most desir-
able settings in metropolitan Detroit.

Re: Traffic Signal Removal at 15 loca-
tions.

The following fifteen (15) signalized
intersections are currently operating on
full time “stop control” mode in compli-
ance with the Michigan Manual of Uniform
Traffic Control Devices (MMUTCD) and
are scheduled for removal due to changes
in traffic conditions. The traffic volumes,
accident report and physical conditions
are analyzed prior to placing the signals
on full time flashing operation. The traffic
volumes have dropped significantly over
the years at these locations and currently
none of the MMUTCD warrants are satis-
fied and therefore, continued operation of
the traffic signals can not be justified.

The condition of the traffic signal equip-
ment at most of these locations is not up
to the MUTCD standards unless modern-
ized. Since the signals are not warranted,
modernization is not justified and there-
fore will pose unnecessary liability for City
unless removed.

Petition  No. 4285 of “Delta
Environmental Consultants, Inc. (together
with BP Products North America, Inc.)”
requests permission to install and main-
tain three permanent monitoring wells
within the eastern margin of John R
Street, 66 feet wide. All three wells are in
the vicinity of an Amoco Service Station
(address: One East McNichols Road).
The purpose of the bored wells is to mon-
itor the existence or extent of soil contam-
ination from leaking underground fuel
storage tanks (a/k/a “L.U.S.T).

The encroachment petition was
referred to the City Engineering Division
— DPW for investigation and report. This
is our report.

Soil borings and monitoring well instal-
lations are equivalent to an “open cut” in a
public street or alley. Necessary permits
have to be obtained for any street or alley
opening, backfill, surface restoration, bar-
ricade, or occupancy of city rights-of-way
to install monitoring wells.

It is the responsibility of “Delta
Environmental Consultants, Inc” to give
reasonable and proper notice to any other
abutting property owner(s) before com-
mencing any open cut or boring opera-
tions within public rights-of-way.

The enforcement of fire safety regula-
tions and building codes is the responsi-
bility of the Fire Marshal and Buildings
and Safety Engineering Department.
Generally, the Fire Marshal and Buildings
and Safety Engineering Department
report no objections to the placement and
maintenance of permanent L.U.S.T. moni-
toring well encroachments within public
rights-of-way.

The AT&T Telecommunications Company;,
DTE Energy Company — Edison, DTE
Energy Company — MichCon Gas, Public
Lighting Department, and the Water and
Sewerage Department report facilities in
the area.

The Public Lighting Department (PLD)
reports overhead lines feeding the street
lights and traffic signal poles within public
street rights-of-way. Monitoring wells
drilling equipment must clear PLD over-
head power lines; in this installation PLD
requires ten feet clearance. The proposed
permanent monitoring wells are not
allowed to be built over PLD facilities or
hinder movement of PLD maintenance
equipment.

The Water and Sewerage Department
(DWSD) requires free and easy access to

water main and/or sewer facilities at all
times to permit proper operation, mainte-
nance, alteration or repair of DWSD sew-
ers, drains, water mains, fire hydrants,
catch basins, sewer and water manholes
(and any other DWSD facilities). The pro-
posed permanent monitoring wells are
not allowed to be built over DWSD facili-
ties or hinder movement of DWSD main-
tenance equipment.

AT&T Telecommunications Company
reports underground facilities near the
proposed monitoring wells. In this installa-
tion AT&T requires “care, caution, and
hand-digging” instead of drilling (if “Miss
Dig” utility markings indicate an area of
conflict). All other involved city depart-
ments and privately owned utility compa-
nies request the petitioner(s) make use of
“Miss Dig” facilities before any soil borings
or permanent monitoring wells are
installed in public (street or alley) rights-
of-way.

Finally, the City Engineering Division —
DPW requires “Delta Environmental
Consultants Inc” to submit certified “as
built” drawings, a map and survey, showing
the exact location of the petitioner’s com-
pleted permanent L.U.S.T. monitoring well
installations within public rights-of-way.

Whereas, The owners of certain sus-
pected leaking underground storage
tanks (“L.U.S.T) have been required by
“MDEQ — RRD” to place L.U.S.T. moni-
toring wells “permanently (meaning more
than thirty days, or other long-term dura-
tion)” on privately owned property, and
within dedicated public rights-of-way; also

Whereas, Any L.U.S.T. can contaminate
soil and diminish the value of surrounding
properties, including public rights-of-way.
The taxpayers of Detroit invested sub-
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stantial capital in the acquisition, site
preparation, insurance, and maintenance
of public rights-of-way. Finally, it is in the
interests of public health, safety, and wel-
fare to detect the presence of hazardous
materials and/or soil contamination from

ardous materials and/or soil contamina-
tion from any leaking underground stor-
age tank (L.U.S.T.); said public right-of-
way being nearby or adjoining property
described as follows:

(maintain a minimum of 4.50 feet horizon-
tal clearance from any underground PLD
facilities).

Provided, All costs for the construction,
maintenance, permits and use of the
encroaching L.U.S.T. monitoring wells
shall be borne by the petitioner.

Avenue, 66 feet wide. All four wells are in
the vicinity of an Amoco Service Station
(address: 2331 W. Davison). The purpose
of the bored wells is to monitor the exis-
tence or extent of soil contamination from
leaking underground fuel storage tanks
(a/k/a “L.U.S.T).

The encroachment petition was
referred to the City Engineering Division
— DPW for investigation and report. This
is our report.

Soil borings and monitoring well instal-
lations are equivalent to an “open cut” in a
public street or alley. Necessary permits
have to be obtained for any street or alley

opening, backfill, surface restoration, bar-
ricade, or occupancy of city rights-of-way
to install monitoring wells.

It is the responsibility of “Delta
(Environmental Consultants), Inc” to give
reasonable and proper notice to any other
abutting property owner(s) before com-
mencing any open cut or boring opera-
tions within public rights-of-way.

The enforcement of fire safety regula-
tions and building codes is the responsi-
bility of the Fire Marshal and Buildings
and Safety Engineering Department.
Generally, the Fire Marshal and Buildings
and Safety Engineering Department
report no objections to the placement and
maintenance of permanent L.U.S.T. moni-
toring well encroachments within public
rights-of-way.

The AT&T  Telecommunications
Company, DTE Energy Company —
Edison, Public Lighting Department, and
the Water and Sewerage Department
report facilities in the area.

The Public Lighting Department (PLD)
reports overhead lines and underground
cable feeding the street lights within pub-
lic street rights-of-way. Monitoring wells
drilling equipment must clear PLD over-
head power lines; in this installation PLD
requires ten feet clearance.

The pro-
posed permanent monitoring wells are
not allowed to be built over DWSD facili-
ties or hinder movement of DWSD main-
tenance equipment.

All other involved city departments and
privately-owned utility companies request
the petitioner(s) make use of “Miss Dig”
facilities before any soil borings or perma-
nent monitoring wells are installed in pub-
lic (street or alley) rights-of-way.

Finally, the City Engineering Division —

the Downtown Detroit Transit Center.

Petition No. 2280 of the “Detroit
Department of Transportation (DDOT)”
requests the outright vacation of State
Street, 60 feet wide, and the east-west
public alley, 20 feet wide, first south of
said State St., between Cass Avenue
(variable width) and Park Place, 60 feet
wide, subject to certain utility easements.
DDOT also request the closing of Park
Place, 60 feet wide, between W. Grand
River Ave., 60 feet wide, and Michigan
Avenue, 100 feet wide, the closing of a
portion of State Street, 60 feet wide,
between Park Place and Washington
Boulevard, and the closing of the Westerly
portion of the East-West public alley, 20
feet wide, in the block bounded by Park
Place, Washington Boulevard, Michigan
Avenue and State Street, and the East-
West public alley, 20 feet wide, (deeded to
the City of Detroit on July 17, 1928) in the
block bounded by Park Place, Washington
Boulevard, State Street, and West Grand
River. The request is to facilitate the con-
struction of the new Downtown Rosa Park
Transit Center, a Public Development
Project.

The New Downtown Transit Center will
be designed to interface with the Detroit
People Mover and allow the coordination
with other transportation services. The
new facility will include a terminal building
including retail, passenger concourse and
bus bays. The requested right-of-way
changes are necessary to facilitate the
project.

The request was approved by the
Planning and Development Department,
the Solid Waste Division — DPW, and the
Traffic Engineering Division — DPW with
conditions. The petition was referred to
the City Engineering Division — DPW for
investigation (utility review) and report.
This is our report.

City Engineering Division — DPW have
on file a letter of intent from Ruby Dixon of
the Detroit Department of Transportation
accepting the responsibility for street
maintenance only involving the street
sweeping and the removing of snow and
ice from the street and sidewalks within

.

that part of State Street, 60 feet wide, left
open to service the abutting owners.

The Traffic Engineering Division (TED)
reports no objection to the requested clo-
sure of streets and alleys in said project
area provided that the three point turn
around is reviewed and approved by the
Fire Department, also the drawing of the
three point turn around and the new con-
figuration of State Street be part of this
resolution.

The Public Lighting Department (PLD)
reports having manholes and under-
ground fed street lighting circuits running
in the area of the requested outright vaca-
tion and the areas of the requested right-
of-way closings. PLD plans to re-route its
underground fed street lighting circuit, in
the area to be vacated, running within
State Street between Cass and Park
Place. The estimated cost for the reloca-
tion of this circuit is $25,000.00 contingent
upon no unexpected difficulties encoun-
tered in the field.

The PLD also reports having manholes
and underground fed street lighting cir-
cuits in the proposed areas to be closed
to public vehicular traffic. The contractor is
liable for any damages to PLD facilities
(poles, underground structure, conduits,
cables etc.) during road and sewer work.

The PLD needs 24 hour unrestricted
easement rights, with heavy vehicle
access, to its installations. Any construc-
tion activities in the area shall be done
protecting PLD installations per PLD
specifications. Any structure, if proposed,
shall maintain clearances acceptable to
the PLD.

The Detroit Water and Sewerage
Department (DWSD) reports existing
water mains and sewers in State Street.
DWSD will allow the vacation of State St.
only if a private easement is provided to
either service its existing facilities or to
accommodate the re-routing of DWSD
water mains and sewers.

DWSD has no objection to the outright
vacation of the alley, if the petitioner owns
the abutting Lots 51, 52, 80 and 81.

The Detroit Transportation Corporation/
People Mover (DTC/DPM) reports DTC’s
operations will be affected by the pro-
posed Rosa Parks Transit Center
Development. The impacts to DTC’s facil-
ities will be alleviated during the design by
the following measures Air Quality,
Access to DTC Maintenance Facility dur-
ing Construction, Parking Scheme,
Fencing, Rolling Gates, Security
Cameras, and Card Readers. A more
detailed explanation is part of this resolu-
tion. Also, DTC will require a re-design to
incorporate the “Conduit Systems” and
the “New Systems” in order to avoid the
necessity to relocate. The DDOT is willing
to re-design the Transit Center. SBC is
willing to pay for the cost of the re-design.

The Detroit Transportation Corporation/
People Mover (DTC/DPM) is satisfied with
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the solutions proposed to alleviate these
impacts and therefore does not object to
the approval of the request.

SBC Michigan (SBC) reports that they
own and operate two parallel conduit sys-
tems (“Conduit Systems”) in that part of
State Street to be vacated outright. The
system running along the north side of
State Street is comprised of 72 ducts and
the system running along the south side is
comprised of 24 ducts. The “Conduit
Systems” are the main cable routes out of
SBC'’s central office switch building locat-
ed at 1365 Cass Avenue and serves
much of the downtown area. In addition,
SBC desires to construct an additional
conduit system (“New System”) along the
route of and in between the two conduit
systems to accommodate deployment of
new facilities in the future.

SBC will also require a grant of ease-
ment for the “Conduit Systems” and the
“New Systems”. DDOT has agreed to pro-
vide an easement provided that access to
SBC facilities are conducted from
Manholes to be installed within State
Street east of Park Place.

DTE Energy Gas reports the estimated
cost of abandoning and rerouting 743-ft of
its 6-inch gas main from State Street to
Cass and Michigan Avenue(s) is
$89,321.00. Satisfactory arrangements
have been made with DTE Energy Gas.

Arrangements have been made with
DTE Detroit Edison for the reported costs
of removing and/or rerouting its facilities.

Detroit Thermal, L.L.C. reports having a
steam line within the public alley, 20 feet
wide, in the block bounded by Cass Ave.,
Park PI., Michigan Ave., and State St. The
estimated cost to abandon said line is
approximately $200,000.00, arrange-
ments are being made between DDOT
and Detroit Thermal, L.L.C., for the facili-
ties to remain or be re-routed.

All City departments and privately
owned utility companies reported no
objections to the changes in public rights-
of-way, or that satisfactory arrangements
have been made. Provisions protecting
utility installations are part of the resolution.

tion of extenuating circumstances to be

Department for a special inspection to
determine compliance with Subsection
(e)(1)(b) of this section.

(3) Upon changes in any of the condi-
tions under which a deferral or rescission
is approved by City Council, the owner or
interested party shall immediately notify
the Buildings and Safety Engineering
Department. Failure to maintain the con-
dition of approval of a deferral, or obtain a
modification thereof, will result in the exe-
cution of the demolition order without fur-

Safety Engineering Department.

(f) _Assessment and Enforcement of
Lien. The cost of demolition includes, but
is not limited to, fees paid to hearing offi-
cers, costs of title searches or commit-
ments used to determine the parties in
interest, recording fees for notices and
liens filed with the County of Wayne
Register of Deeds, demolition and dump-
ing charges, court reporter attendance
fees, and costs of the collection of the
charges authorized under this ordinance.
The cost incurred by the City, of demol-
ishing, repairing, making the building or
structure safe, or maintaining the exterior
of the building or structure or grounds
adjoining the building or structure, shall
be a lien against the real property and
shall be reported to the Board of
Assessors who shall assess the cost

.
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against the property in question. The lien
may be enforced in the manner pre-
scribed in the applicable provisions of the
1997 Detroit City Charter or the 1984
Detroit City Code which provide for the
enforcement of special assessment liens
or of unpaid property taxes. ¥ Where any
assessment pursuant to this section is
found to be unjust or erroneous, or where
the owner of the property would suffer an
undue hardship through no fault of his or
her own, the City Council may waive the
assessment.

#(g) Use and Effective Date of Lien.
The owner or party in interest in whose
name the property appears upon the last
City tax assessment records shall be noti-
fied by the City Assessor of the amount of
the cost of the demolition, of making the
building or structure safe, or of maintain-
ing the exterior of the building or structure
or grounds adjoining the building or struc-
ture by first class mail at the address
shown on the records. ¥ Where the owner
or party in interest fails to pay the cost
within thirty (30) days after the mailing by
the City Assessor of the notice of the
amount of the costs, the City shall have a
lien for the cost incurred by the City to
bring the property into conformance with
this ordinance. The lien shall not take
effect until notice of the lien has been filed
or recorded as provided by law. A lien for
the cost shall be collected and treated in
the same manner as provided for proper-
ty tax liens under the Michigan General
Property Tax Act, being MCL 211.1 to
211.157.

t&1(h) Legal Action by City. In addition
to other remedies under this ordinance,
the City may bring an action against the
owner of the building or structure for the
full cost of the demolition, of making the
building or structure safe, or of maintain-
ing the exterior of the building or structure.
The City shall have a lien on the property
for the amount of a judgment obtained
under this subsection. The lien provided
for in this subsection shall not take effect
until notice of the lien is filed or recorded
as provided by law. The lien does not have
priority over prior filed or recorded liens
and encumbrances.

(i) Appeal from City Council Action.
An owner aggrieved by a final decision or
order of the City Council under
Subsection (d) of this section may appeal
the final decision or order to the Circuit
Court by filing a petition for an order of
superintending control within twenty (20)
days from the date of the decision or
order.

Section 2. All ordinances, or parts of
ordinances, that are in conflict with this
ordinance are repealed.

Section 3. This ordinance is declared
necessary for the preservation of the pub-
lic peace, health, safety, and welfare of
the People of the City of Detroit.

Section 4. In the event that this ordi-
nance is passed by a two-thirds (2/3)
majority of the city council members serv-
ing, it shall be given immediate effect and
become effective upon publication in
accordance with Section 4-116 of the
1997 Detroit City Charter. Where this ordi-
nance is passed by less than two-thirds
(2/3) majority of the city council members
serving, it shall become effective no later
than thirty (30) days after enactment in
accordance with Section 4-115 of the
1997 Detroit City Charter.

Her parents,
Reverends Clinton C. Boone and Rachel
Tharps Boone, were Baptist medical mis-
sionaries. Her grandfather, Reverend
Lemuel Washington Boone, was a found-
ing trustee of Shaw University. Keith came
to the United States at age three and
began her schooling at Richmond,
Virginia’s Paul Laurence Dunbar
Elementary School, and

WHEREAS, She graduated from
Armstrong High School in 1938, at age
13. That same year, she lost her mother
and moved in with her aunt, Dr. Bessie B.
Tharps, in Rhode Island. Boone graduat-
ed second in her class from Houghton
College in upstate New York in 1943, and

WHEREAS, Dr. Keith completed her
medical degree at Boston University
School of Medicine in 1949 and began
her internship at Harlem Hospital in New
York. After completing her internship at
Harlem Hospital, she served at Brooklyn’s
Coney Island Hospital before moving to
Detroit in 1951. Keith completed a two-
year residency in internal medicine at
Detroit Receiving Hospital in 1953, and

University’s home medical service, and

GRANT AGREEMENT

This Grant Agreement between the
Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) and City of Detroit
(the Grantee) is made pursuant to the
authority of Public Law 108-447 (the FY
2005 Appropriations Act for HUD and
other agencies) and House Report 108-
792 (the Conference Report on the
Appropriations Act). The Amount shown
below is 99.20% of the amount specified
in the Conference Report because of a
.80% rescission mandated in the Act. The
Grantee’s application package, as may be
amended by the provisions of this Grant
Agreement, is hereby incorporated into
this Agreement.

In reliance upon and in consideration of
the mutual representations and obliga-
tions hereunder, HUD and the Grantee
agree as follows:

Subject to the provisions of the Grant
Agreement, HUD will make grant funds in
the amount of $120,280 available to the
Grantee.

The Grantee agrees to abide by the fol-
lowing:

ARTICLE I. HUD Requirements.

The Grantee agrees to comply with the
following requirements for which HUD has
enforcement responsibility.

A. The grant funds will only be used
for activities described in the application,
which is incorporated by reference and
made part of this Agreement as may be
modified by Article VII (A) of this Grant
Agreement.

B. EQUAL OPPORTUNITY REQUIRE-

The grant funds must be made avail-
able in accordance with the following:

1. For projects involving housing, the
requirements of the Fair Housing Act (42
U.S.C. 3601-20) and implementing regu-
lations at 24 CFR Part 100; Executive
Order 11063 (Equal Opportunity in
Housing) and implementing regulations at
24 CFR Part 107.

2. The requirements of Title VI of the
Civil Rights Act of 1964 (42 U.S.C. 2000d)
(Nondiscrimination in Federally Assisted
Programs) and implementing regulations
issued at 24 CFR Part 1.

3. The prohibitions against discrimina-
tion on the basis of age under the Age
Discrimination Act of 1975 (42 U.S.C.
6101-07) and implementing regulations at
24 CFR Part 146, and the prohibitions
against discrimination against handi-
capped individuals under section 504 of
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the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C.
794) and implementing regulations at 24
CFR Part 8.

4. The requirements of 24 CFR
5.105(a) regarding equal opportunity as
well as the requirements of Executive
Order 11246 (Equal Employment
Opportunity) and the implementing regu-
lations issued at 41 CFR Chapter 60.

5. For those grants funding construc-
tion covered by 24 CFR 135, the require-
