ACTIVITY DESCRIPTION: MAIN LIBRARY 
The Main Library serves as a community library and research center, the hub for the entire Detroit Public Library 
System.  The Main Library actively provides timely, accurate, and useful information; supports individuals of all 
ages pursuing a program of independent learning; and assists researchers in conducting in-depth study or 
investigation in specific subject areas.  Research and popular materials are available in all formats: books, 
newspapers, microfilm, video, DVD’s, manuscripts, government documents and archives.  Electronic resources, 
including subscription databases, provide access to extensive research and informational materials for library 
customers.  Main Library staff provide reference services, Internet training, cultural and educational programs.  The 
Special Collections Division (comprising of Burton, E. Azalea Hackley Collection, National Automotive History 
Collection), as well as TIP (The Information Place), are all nationally recognized.  The Main Library is a meeting 
place for diverse community groups from the Detroit metropolitan area.  The Main Library is host to series of 
nationally acclaimed exhibits.  Through the Career Employment & Information Center, the main library provides 
training and job assistance to unemployed Detroiters, as well those seeking to improve their life skills.  During the 
tax season, the Main Library provides a free Tax Assistance Program to low-income individuals and families.  The 
Main Library is a resource for every Detroit community served by a branch.  Through technology, the Main Library 
is on its way to becoming a library without walls, providing digital access to its unique resources to library users all 
over the world.  
 
GOALS: 
1. Provide professional reference and information services for the library user who walks in, telephones, emails or writes. 
2. Serve as an information resource for branch libraries.  
3. Provide homework assistance, tutoring and learning support for K-12 students. 
4. Provide opportunities for lifelong learning. 
5. Provide training in the use of technology applications and resources. 
6. Increase the hours of service for the Telephone Reference Center. 
7. Publish electronic and print resource guides to assist customers in the use of library resources. 
8. Provide a full range of children’s services to include multimedia technology of service points. 
9. Enhance every customer’s library experience by reducing the number of service points.

• Expand services to children through the renovation of the Children’s Library. 
• Consolidate History & Travel Department with Music Performing Arts/Arts and Literature.

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GBG BRANCH SERVICES ACTIVITY INFORMATION 
 

ACTIVITY DESCRIPTION: BRANCH SERVICES 
Located throughout the City of Detroit, branch libraries offer a plethora of amenities for its constituents and serve as 
central focal points for community activities, meetings, and services.  These community-based sites serve the 
informational, educational and selected recreational needs of the diverse neighborhoods in which they reside.  Staff 
assigned to Branch Services select and maintain materials with emphasis on the communities they serve.  In doing 
so, each branch library supports other branch library collections as well as collections in the Main Library.   
 
Branch libraries design and implement programming that is relevant for members of its community.  Specialized 
services under Branch Services include: Libraries on Wheels (LOW), Library for the Blind and Physically 
Handicapped (LBPH), Literacy and Tutoring Centers and the Teen Center.  The LOW (Bookmobiles) are welcome 
sites at neighborhood schools, community centers and seniors centers. 
 
Tax assistance, TIP service, Homework Help, and the use of meeting room facilities by community based 
organizations are a few of the offerings available at each branch library.  In addition, partnerships are fostered 
through collaborations with the public, parochial and private schools in the city.  Librarians visit schools on a 
regular basis to promote literary programs.  Schools visit branch libraries on a regular basis for the enrichment value 
the branch library can offer their curriculum.  
 
The re-opened Skillman Branch has become a popular meeting place in downtown Detroit; teens on the west side 
are discovering and enjoying the Piston’s Teen Center at the Redford branch; and at the Montieth branch, the 
community is enjoying a refurbished children’s library and a tutoring center, made possible through a grant from the 
Junior League of Detroit.  This year, 2005, library customers in Southwest Detroit will welcome a new Campbell 
branch library at historic Lawndale Station, located at Vernor and Cabot, in the heart of southwest Detroit’s 
shopping district. 
 
Technology is a major component for the successful operation of branch libraries.  Queues of customers waiting to 
use computers are commonplace at most library locations.  Internet access is available at all branch locations, and 
computer-training labs are available at Bowen, Duffield, Redford, Franklin and Skillman.  An output and 
technology use solution has been implemented at eight branch library locations. 
 
GOALS: 
1. Acquire, preserve and maintain community responsive collections of materials in diverse formats. 
2. Provide educational, informational and recreational programs that meet the collective needs of our multicultural 

communities. 
3. Strengthen library services to seniors, children and young adults. 
4. Build and strengthen efforts to promote programming that meet the community’s diverse needs. 
5. Enhance technology resources. 
6. Enhance library services at regional library locations. 
 
MAJOR INITIATIVES FOR FY 2005-06 and FY 2006-07: 
• Expand and enhance computer and Internet access. 
• Provide services that support community initiatives throughout neighborhoods in the city. 
• Investigate library service solutions for customers in the Gray and Mark Twain branch locations  
• Adopt, promote and begin implementation of the strategic plan for branch services, which includes two regional 

libraries – one on the eastside and one on the westside. 
• Enhance outreach services to adults and children who are farthest removed from branch locations.  
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PLANNING FOR THE FUTURE FOR FY 2006-07, FY 2007-08 and BEYOND: 
• Convert two existing library branches to library technology centers. 
• Introduce additional Teen Learning Centers. 
• Consolidate strategic branch locations to achieve additional hours and expanded services. 
• Continue to explore partnership opportunity with Detroit Public Schools.  
• Explore major funding for the construction of a regional library on the east side, possibly housed in the closed 

Mark Twain Branch. 
• Explore major funding for the creation of an African American Research Center (possibly housed in the closed 

Mark Twain Branch), with the E. Azalea Hackley collection as its foundation. 
• Explore funding opportunities for the construction of a library facility at the property acquired in Southwest 

Detroit’s Downriver Community.
