DETROIT Electrical Contractor — A person, firm, or corporation engaged in the business of erecting,
installing, altering, repairing, servicing, or maintaining electric wiring, devices, appliances, or

equipment.

v" Must have a Detroit-based business address.

v Must complete the respective Electrical Contractor application form (Parts A, B and C as
applicable).

v" A passport-sized picture of the Electrical Contractor of Record shall be submitted along with the
application.

ELECTRICAL CONTRACTOR’S LICENSE
e Holds a Master Electrician’s License or has not less than one Master Electrician residing in this state
who is in his or her full-time employ. The Master Electrician shall be actively in charge of and
responsible for Michigan Electrical Code compliance of all installations of electrical wiring and
equipment.

FIRE ALARM CONTRACTOR’S LICENSE
e Holds a Fire Alarm Specialty Technician’s License or has not less than one Fire Alarm Specialty
Technician residing in this state who is in his or her full-time employ. The Fire Alarm Specialty
Technician shall be actively in charge of and responsible for Michigan Electrical Code compliance of all
installations of fire alarm system wiring and equipment.

PLEASE BE ADVISED: A MASTER ELECTRICIAN AND/OR FIRE ALARM SPECIALTY
TECHNICIAN SHALL NOT REPRESENT MORE THAN ONE ELECTRICAL CONTRACTOR,
FIRM, OR CORPORATION AT THE SAME TIME.

SIGN SPECIALTY CONTRACTOR’S LICENSE
e Holds a Sign Specialist’s License or has not less than one Sign Specialist residing in this state who is in
his or her full-time employ. The Sign Specialist shall be actively in charge of and responsible for code
compliance of all installations, maintenance, connection, and repair of electric signs and related wiring.
